Since its establishment in 1987, the
Hong Kong Association of Choral Societies has presented many choral seminars, conferences and grand
choral concerts. Ms. Fei has made utmost in the promotion of the choral arts in Hong Kong.

Dvorak unveiled his three overtures at his farewell concert in Prague in 1891. He
planned to unite the three as one set under the idea of “Nature, Life and Love”. But
he finally agreed to publish three overtures separately.

Carnival Overture is the second of the set and become the most popular among
the three. The Overture depicts the following scene: “A lonely and contemplative
wanderer reaches the city at nightfall, where a carnival is in full swing”. Dvofak
had cleverly combined lyrical melody (representing the wanderer) and festive tune

(representing the carnival) in this overture.

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No one can match the contribution to the development of tango music like
Piazzolla, who revolutionarily turn tango music from accompanying dance music
into independent serious music. In 1940, Piazzolla followed the advice of Ruberstein
and started formal music training. He fused classical music and jazz technigue with
tango music writing technique, which had turned a new page of tango music history.

Piazzolla composed and recorded Libertango in 1974, Milan. The name came
from the words Libertad and Tango. It is one of the seven works that Piazzolla named
in this way.
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Bedrich Smetana: The Moldau from “My Country”
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Patriotic Czech composer Smetama hope to use music to restore the cultural
value of his motherland, it was the time when Czech was under the rule of Hapsburg.
Smetama composed a circle of six symphonic poems to express his love to the
country, and directly named it My Country.

The Moldau is the most frequently played of the set. It describes the beautiful
scene of River Vitava (while German called it Moldau). It starts from two streams
merging into one, pass along woods and a wedding celebration, even nymph dance
in it. The river finally vanishes into the distance.

It was not until Elgar had Britain found a local-born great composer she always
longed for. Even so, Elgar had achieved his “greatness” only after completing the
Enigma Variation at the age of 42.

After that, Elgar started to compose a set of five marches named Pomp and
Circumstance Marches. The first two was premiered in 1901 under the baton of the
composer himself and no.1 was an instant success. Later, under the request of King
Edward VII, Elgar fitted the tune with lyrics, which is famously known as “Land of
Hope and Glory”".
